
Armed with a degree in marine biology

and secondary teaching certification, as well as

a commitment to social issues, Caterson

entered the prison system in the mid-70s,

teaching basic science to incarcerated women

in Atlantic County. The educational program

was sponsored by the American Association of

University Women, a group the recent college

graduate belonged to and supported.

“While I was working with these women I

became more and more concerned about the

way they were treated,” Caterson recalled. “The

problem was, whenever I would try to address

a concern I was ignored by the prison and the

court system. Finally it dawned on me that

while I had the knowledge to know what need-

ed to be changed, I didn’t have the education to

back me up. So one day I decided to get the

education. I figured then maybe someone

would finally listen to me.”

So in the mid-

1970s, Caterson, by

then in her late 20s,

entered Rutgers School

of Law–Camden, bent

on earning a law

degree.

“That’s right,” she

said, “there I was, with

a house, a mortgage, a cat, two kids and a hus-

band, deciding that having ‘esquire’ at the end

of my name would give me the clout I needed

to change things.”

The funny thing is, it turned out Caterson,

who graduated from Rutgers in 1980, was

absolutely right.

Although many things had changed for

imprisoned women in Atlantic County by the

time she began practicing law, including an
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ué Prison Experience Turns Into

It was her time in jail that really changed Evelynn Caterson’s life.
No, the Absecon attorney didn’t have what could be called a
Martha Stewart awakening, although she did walk into the prison
system as an naive outsider and walk out with a new perspective
on the life women lead behind bars and her own self-worth.

Keynote Speaker Focuses on

National Security and Terrorism 

The NJSBA is honored to welcome

General Barry R. McCaffrey as keynote

speaker for Annual Meeting 2005 dur-

ing the opening business session

scheduled for the morning of Thurs-

day, May 19. General McCaffrey is the

Bradley Distinguished Professor of

International Security Studies at the

United States Military Academy at

West Point.

McCaffrey served as director of

the White House Office of National

Drug Control Policy (ONDCP) and as a

member of the president’s Cabinet

and the National Security Council for

drug-related issues. As ONDCP direc-

tor, McCaffrey coordinated the $19

billion federal drug control budget

and developed the U.S. National Drug

Control Strategy. He stepped down as

director of the ONDCP in January

2001. McCaffrey also served as the

assistant to General Colin Powell, and

supported the chairman as the Joint

Chiefs of Staff advisor to the Secretary

of State and the U.S. Ambassador to

the United Nations.

In October 2004, McCaffrey was

elected by the board of directors of

HNTB Corporation to serve as the

board chairman of a newly formed

subordinate company, HNTB Federal

Services. HNTB is a preeminent U.S.

engineering and architectural design

firm with net revenue of $500 million

and 3,000 employees. He is also presi-

dent of his own consulting firm based

in Alexandria, Virginia, serves as a

national security and terrorism analyst

for NBC News and writes a column on

national security issues for the Armed

Forces Journal.

Active in national affairs, McCaf-

frey recently co-chaired the Atlantic

Council of the United States NATO

Counterterrorism Working Group,

leading a delegation to Moscow,

Mons, Brussels and Warsaw. In Janu-

ary 2004, he visited Iraq to conduct a

nationwide evaluation of the security

situation. In 2004, he addressed the

“Security of the Americas Conference”

in Mexico City. While in Mexico City,

he met with senior officials of the

Mexican government. In April 2004,

McCaffrey and Congressman Jim

Kolbe (R-AZ) jointly released the CSIS

Bi-National Commission Reports on

Migration and Border Security. In

August 2004, McCaffrey visited

Afghanistan and Pakistan to conduct a

political-military assessment. In Febru-

ary 2002, McCaffrey visited Cuba and

participated in a small group session

with Fidel and Raul Castro discussing

US-Cuba policies.

Prior to confirmation as the

national drug policy director, McCaf-

frey served as the commander-in-

chief of the U.S. Armed Forces South-

ern Command, coordinating nation-

al security operations in Latin Amer-

ica. During his military career, he

served overseas for 13 years, and

completed four combat tours. He

commanded the 24th Infantry Divi-

sion (Mech) during the Desert Storm

400-kilometer left-hook attack into

Iraq. At retirement from active duty,

he was the most highly decorated

four-star general in the U.S. Army. He

received the Distinguished Service

Cross twice, the nation’s second

highest medal for valor. He was also

awarded two Silver Stars and received

three Purple Heart medals for

wounds sustained in combat.

“In so doing, we

honor Judge Rodriguez and his legacy.

But beyond that, he has

inspired us all by blazing a trail for oth-

ers—including being the first person of

color to serve as the president of the

NJSBA—and has provided unparalleled

leadership by example through his

staunch support of the minority com-

munity and his unwavering commit-

ment to diversity initiatives.”

Judge Rodriguez served as NJSBA

president from 1978 to 1979, and was

nominated to federal judicial service

by President Ronald Reagan in 1985.

In 2000, he was recognized by Hon.

Robert E. Andrews of the 106th Con-

gress for outstanding contributions to

the legal profession, and for 15 years

of distinguished service on the federal

bench. 

In October 1994, Judge Rodriguez

participated in the American Bar Asso-

ciation’s Central and East European

Law Initiative in Moscow, working to

develop educational programs. The

Russian reformers aimed to institution-

alize judicial prestige and autonomy

through the establishment of an adver-

sarial process using juror-citizens.

Judge Rodriguez was the National

Hispanic Bar Association’s Man of the

Year in 1992 and was inducted into

the Rutgers University Hall of Distin-

guished Alumni in 1996. In 1999, he

received the prestigious Medal of

Honor from the New Jersey State Bar

Foundation and the William J. Bren-

nan Jr. Award from the federal bar of

the state of New Jersey.

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On February 18, 2005,

Judge Thomas Lyons

determined that the 

NJSBA had standing 

to challenge the

constitutionality of 

the imposition of a 

$75 annual fee on 

lawyers in connection

with an alleged medical

malpractice insurance

crisis.

The annual assessment—intended

to reimburse doctors for the cost of

malpractice insurance and help pay

off the student loans of some

OB/GYNs—is contained in the New

Jersey Medical Care Access and

Responsibility and Patients First Act,

P.L. 2004, c. 17.

In reviewing the matter, Judge

Lyons determined that:

1. the NJSBA had standing to file the

lawsuit, 

2. the lawsuit was properly filed in

the Chancery Division in Union

County Superior Court, and the

NJSBA is not entitled to prelimi-

nary injunctive relief.

The complete text of the opinion

is available on our website, njsba.com,

by logging in with your member ID

number and password.

At press time it was anticipated

that the judge would shortly be issu-

ing an order allowing for parties to

conduct discovery over a 60-day peri-

od, and then file concurrent summary

judgment motions.

Since preliminary injunctive relief

has not been granted, the act is still

effective as enacted. Until there is a

definitive court ruling on the issues

raised by the lawsuit, the NJSBA offers

its members the following guidance: 

Although designated in the

notice as a fee, a court may determine

that the assessment constitutes a tax,

and so is subject to the State Tax Uni-

form Procedure Law (STUPL). STUPL

applies to any tax that is payable or

collectible by the director of the Divi-

sion of Taxation. Pursuant to N.J.S.A.

54:49-14, a taxpayer has four years to

file a claim for a refund. Accordingly,

attorneys who pay this fee may wish

to preserve their rights by filing such

a claim within the four-year period.

The refund claim form is A-3730, and

can be downloaded from the website

of the Department of Treasury,

Division of Taxation, at www.state.nj.

us/treasury/. 

In addition, attorneys may want

to submit a letter with their payment

indicating that it is being paid “under

protest,” and that they will be filing a

refund claim. This may preserve rights

to a refund if the fee is determined not

to be a tax.

At

that time the NJSBA began calling for

a study commission to address the

myriad issues influencing the severe

increases in premiums for some

physicians. �

NJSBA Medical Malpractice Lawsuit Moves Forward
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The annual event showcased the

winners of the Black History Month

Contest for high school students, and

featured the work of painter Teri

Richardson.

Voting rights and Civil War

Amendments were at the heart of

the topic high school students

addressed as participants of the

Black History Month Essay and

Poster Contest sponsored by MIPS

this year. The Association of Black

Women Lawyers and the Garden

State Bar Association joined MIPS as

cosponsors for the event. The topic

made Attorney General Harvey the

perfect candidate to serve as keynote

speaker.

“Attorney General Harvey was

very instrumental this year in mak-

ing sure the voting process in New

Jersey went smoothly,” said Decanda

Faulk, chair of the MIPS Black Histo-

ry Month Contest Committee. “He

was also invited to be our keynote

speaker because of his continued

effort to protect the voting rights of

minority populations, and for his

unwavering commitment to Ameri-

can democracy.”

The topic for the high school

Black History Month Contest was

“Disenfranchisement of the Minority

Voter,” asking students to address why

it is important that African-American

and other minority youth vote. Stu-

dents were also required to document

whether or not they will register to

vote when they turn 18, and explain

why or why not. Questions about pres-

idential elections since 2000, and the

recent efforts by celebrities encourag-

ing the youth vote, led the MIPS Black

History Month Contest Committee to

choose the topic.

“We thought this would be a hot

button topic, and would inspire stu-

dents to become more active in the

whole voting and election’s process,”

said Faulk.

Students were required to take

into consideration the historical con-

text of the 13th, 14th and 15th

amendments, collectively known as

the Civil War Amendments, in prepar-

ing their contest entries. The 13th

Amendment abolished slavery, the

14th Amendment established citizen-

ship rights of persons born in the

United States and required that no

one be denied due process and equal

protection of the laws, and the 15th

Amendment secured the right to vote

for all citizens regardless of race, color

or former condition of servitude.

“Our committee encourages

everyone, particularly young people,

to take a historical look at the right to

vote and understand that people died

to give us that right. If you’re not

going to be a part of the process, then

don’t complain when it doesn’t work

to your benefit. We would also like to

help the students understand that

there is power in exercising that right

to vote,” said Faulk.

This year’s essay contest winners

were: Sinclair Sharp, John P. Stevens

High School, Edison; Jamie Leacock,

Howell High School, Howell; and Akil

Kumarasamy, John P. Stevens High

School, Edison. Poster contest winners

were: Parisa Kharazi, Franklin High

Center, Blackwood; and Brittany

Chapman, Cinnaminson High School,

Cinnaminson.

Painter Teri Richardson—who has

been called the next Jackson Pollock

by the owner of Jersey City’s Cooper

Gallery—was the guest artist at the

reception and awards ceremony.

Richardson’s abstract paintings are a

pageant of color and composition,

with layer upon layer of paint applied

in a way that collector Anastosios

Kalomiris of New York describes as

achieving “the delicacy and light of a

watercolor.”

A 1990 graduate of Cooper Union

in New York, Richardson has made a

significant impact in the short time

she has been working at her craft.

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always experimenting with new ways

of handling her medium. When a

technique becomes comfortable for

her, she reaches out for new brush-

strokes, new forms and new medi-

ums. Her paintings are highly

regarded because they are challeng-

ing to the viewer as well as beautiful

to look at.” 

“The act of drawing began to

define me early on,” Richardson

said. “Initially my creative focus on

perfecting form eventually gave way

to emotional expression. I have

since felt challenged to push my

paintings even further, by investi-

gating visual ideas that intend to

capture what is timeless, of instinct

and without age.”

Richardson recalled that her

father would draw as a hobby, and

she took his lead by painting boats

she saw on the Minnesota waterfront

when she was three. As she got older,

she would enter the works in local

contests, and would frequently win.

On a professional level, in 1992

she received first prize in painting at

the Delta Sigma Theta Young Artists

Celebration in Baltimore, Maryland,

and she received the Barbara Forst

Memorial Award during the first

juried exhibition held by Hampton

University Museum in Hampton, Vir-

ginia, in 1992.

Richardson has held four solo

exhibitions, and her works have been

displayed in close to 40 exhibitions

across the United States and in

Jamaica.

Rainmaking, the magic word for

that ability to network and build pro-

ductive business relationships, was the

focus of a recent seminar sponsored by

the New Jersey State Bar Association,

“Becoming a Rainmaker,” held at the

Law Center on April 21.

In January, Fairley conducted this

seminar to a standing-room-only

crowd at the New York State Bar Asso-

ciation’s (NYSBA) annual convention.

4

improvement in the services and

opportunities offered to the female

population and changes in housing,

one thing still remained—a large num-

ber of the women serving time had in

some way been the victims of abuse.

“Many of the women in jail were

there due to domestic violence,”

Caterson said. “Battered women’s syn-

drome was something society was just

becoming aware of, and it was some-

thing I felt needed to be addressed.

And throughout my career it seems as

though I’ve been led in the direction

of dealing with that issue over and

over again.”

While still in law school she was

assigned to the Atlantic County Pros-

ecutor’s Office through Rutger’s clinic

program, and the first day she quali-

fied to practice law she was sworn in

as an assistant prosecutor. On a regu-

lar basis, her work involved child

abuse cases, sexual assault and domes-

tic violence. Six years later, when she

was appointed to the municipal

bench—serving a total of 13 Atlantic

County communities on either per-

manent assignment or as a fill-in—the

same types of cases continued to

come her way.

“It seems it was just meant to be,”

Caterson said. “And then, about nine

years ago, it all completely fell into

place when a close friend’s husband

died and the family requested that

money be donated to organizations

working in connection with violence

in the home.”

As an active volunteer for the

Atlantic County Women’s Center,

Caterson was pleased to see a consid-

erable number of donations make

their way to the organization. Since

then, she has been instrumental in

founding the Herbert C. Meyer

Memorial Fund, which provides for

free domestic violence awareness edu-

cation in the schools.

“This program is the way to stop

the cycle of violence,” she explained.

“What I have heard over and over

again is people saying that no one ever

told them the abuse was not their

fault. This program is designed to

make that very clear and provide a

framework for talking about what’s

really going on in abusive situations.”

Surprisingly, over the years Cater-

son’s busy professional schedule—

which today also includes a private

practice in labor and employment

law, running a professional temp

service and recent reelection to a

fourth term on the Absecon City

Council—has had little effect on her

home life.

“My kids, who were four and

seven when I entered law school, have

indicated that I was a pretty good role

model for them,” Caterson said. “They

say while they were growing up I

showed them that you can do a lot

professionally and personally, and, if

you’re an organized person, neither

area has to suffer.”

No doubt, she would qualify as

an organized person. While attending

law school, she managed to find time

to not only take care of her home and

help the children with their school-

work, but also to design practice tests

for them to hone their skills.

‘I would make up practice tests

and leave them for the kids to take

that night while I was in class,” she

said. “They’d leave the completed

tests for me to review when I got

home, and then we would go over

them in the morning over breakfast.”

So how did she ever find time to

study for the LSATs with so much

going on in her life?

“Simple,” Caterson explained, “I

took the practice test one small sec-

tion at a time. If a certain section

was timed at 20 minutes, I’d set the

cake timer in the kitchen for 20 min-

utes and tell the kids that as long as

it was ticking—unless there was an

emergency—they couldn’t bother

me. I never did take the whole prac-

tice test at one time. I just did it bit

by bit. Actually, the real test was

probably less stressful than those

practice sessions, since in the back of

my mind at home I sometimes won-

dered if the kids were being just a lit-

tle too quiet.” �
