BAR ASSOCIATION’S ANNUAL MEETING 2003, SCHEDULED

FOR BALLY’S ATLANTIC CITY FROM MAY 14-16.

The two-day event, the state’s leading conference for
attorneys, will be jam-packed with substantive program-
ming, seminars offering continuing legal education cred-
its and the opportunity to network and enjoy the shore
by day and the Boardwalk by night. 

Several events will be making their debut at this year’s
event. The Task Force on Diversity will present its newly
named Mel Narol Excellence in Diversity Award, and two
newly formed groups, the Consumer Protection Law and
Business and Commercial Litigation committees, will
present their first Annual Meeting programs.

The Mel Narol Excellence in Diversity Award will be
presented to the Honorable James H. Coleman Jr., who
will be retiring as associate justice of the New Jersey
Supreme Court, and posthumously to former NJSBA Presi-
dent-Elect Mel Narol. This past July, the NJSBA Task Force
on Diversity renamed its annual award The Mel Narol
Excellence in Diversity Award in order to commemorate
the former president-elect’s commitment to the NJSBA’s
diversity initiatives. Each year the award will be presented
to those members of the NJSBA who have spearheaded
inclusion and made strides for women and minority
lawyers.

The Consumer Protection Law Committee was desig-
nated a special committee in January 2002, with the
charge of addressing consumer protection issues and leg-
islation from the consumer’s perspective. The committee’s
first Annual Meeting program, titled “Winning: Attorney
Fees and Consumer Protection,” will provide insight on
how to get paid while protecting consumers.

The Business and Commercial Litigation Committee
was created in April 2002, and its members are charged
with examining the need for specialized complementary
dispute resolution for business disputes; educating the
bench and bar in this area; and working with the courts
to ensure that the needs of business clients are being met.

The committee will present “The Business Court — Is it
New Jersey’s Turn,” where panelists will discuss proposed
legislation that will create a business part in the superior
court. The legislation has the support of the business
community. 

The Malpractice Insurance Committee will reprise its
successful program from Mid-Year 2002 that includes
insurance carrier representatives who are presently in the
market. Panelists will discuss reasons for the current hard
market, the effect on the availability of policies and the
increase in premiums. “Legal Malpractice Insurance
Crises? What is Going on in the Market and How to
Avoid a Claim” will also address how to avoid a claim of
malpractice and what to do when one is received.

The Taxation Law Section is sponsoring a program that
will benefit nearly all practitioners. “Taxation Aspects of
Lawsuits and Settlements” will address the treatment of
plaintiffs and defendants, drafting documents to achieve
desired tax results, required Internal Revenue Service
information reporting and tax withholding.

The Insurance Law Section is teaming up with the
Institute for Continuing Legal Education (ICLE) to pres-
ent a program on cutting-edge issues of interest to both
insurance law and general practitioners. 

The Dispute Resolution Section and the Justice
Marie L. Garibaldi ADR American Inn of Court will
present a hot tips program that will include judges and
practitioners on the panel. The program will be fol-
lowed by an interactive discussion with the audience
regarding mediation techniques. The section will also
present its annual James J. Boskey Award. The award is
presented annually in recognition of an individual’s
achievements in educating the public about alternative
and complementary dispute resolution techniques;
encouraging and promoting reform and modernization
of the legal system; improving the relationship
between the legal profession and the general public;
exemplifying the goals and purposes of the Dispute
Resolution Section; and serving the residents of the
state of New Jersey.

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Other programs on the Annual Meeting schedule
include a session by the Appellate Practice Committee
titled “Navigating Through the State and Federal Appeals
Process,” and one by the Banking, Bankruptcy and Corpo-
rate and Business Law sections on restoring confidence in
financial markets and the bankruptcy code. The Certified
Attorneys Section and ICLE will again present the very
popular “Hot Tips for Hot Litigators,” where panelists pro-
vide rapid-fire hot tips in the four certified areas of litiga-
tion.

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HARBORING AN INTEREST IN ASTRONOMY, RICHMAN, WAS

READING A MAGAZINE ARTICLE OUTLINING THE BEST WAY TO

TAKE PHOTOGRAPHS OF THE COMET WHEN HIS CONVERSION

BEGAN. 

“It said that it was best to use an Olympus OM-1N
camera if you wanted quality images of Halle-Bopp,”
recalled Richman, a partner with Duane Morris in Prince-
ton. “When I read that, I wondered if that was the cam-
era I had tossed in the closet about 10 years before.”

Sure enough, the single-lens, reflex manual camera
his uncle had given him in the 1980s was an Olympus
OM-1N. Faced with such a remarkable coincidence,
Richman felt drawn to take a stab at photographing
Halle-Bopp, even though he had no idea how to operate
the manual camera. 

“I followed what they said about settings to shoot the
comet and couldn’t believe it,” he said. “When I got the
film developed, there was the comet, right there in my
photo. I was so excited that I shot that comet every night
for weeks.”

That first photographic moment in the middle of a
spring night transformed the international and commer-
cial lawyer into a photographer. In the few years since
Halle-Bopp’s visit, he has come to view himself and the

world around him a bit differently.
“Now I am very committed to making a serious effort

to create a reputation for myself as an artist,” Richman
said. “I see things differently through the lens. I really
work it at, and I really love it.”

Following Halle-Bopp, Richman found himself
drawn to other night subjects for inspiration, combin-
ing his interest in astronomy with his newfound pas-
sion for photography. But he was still following the
guidelines set down in print for photographing images
in the night sky rather than applying his own personal
touch to the work.

“When I decided it was time to move on to other sub-
jects, I realized I really needed to learn about photogra-
phy, so I took a course at the adult school in Princeton,”
he said. That class would lead to an advanced course, and
the decision to join the Princeton Photography Club.

With some training behind him, Richman began experi-
menting with a variety of subjects, from building architec-
ture and bridge design to street scenes and mannequins. 

“I never was one to find landscape photography inter-
esting,” he said. “The landscape, for me, always seems to
stay the same. Street scenes are constantly changing.
There is always something new to see, and that’s what
attracts me.”

MEMBER PROFILE — Steven M. Richman

A Flash of Inspiration
The Halle-Bopp Comet, which streaked across the night sky in

the spring of 1997, was believed by some to have the power to

transport a chosen few to a higher state of consciousness. At

the time, Princeton attorney Steven M. Richman did not count

himself as one of those believers. But in the past five and a half

years, things have changed.
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On Memorial Day Weekend, that fascination nearly
landed him in hot water when he headed into New York
City to spend some time photographing one of his
favorite subjects — bridges. 

“I really didn’t realize that since September 11 there
were concerns about people taking photos of bridges in
the city,” he said. “The next thing I knew I was on the
verge of being arrested. They questioned me for some
time, and it was a very frightening experience.”

A man who is driven to success in all areas of his life,
Richman, 47, began pursuing public outlets for his work
in 1998. In that year his photographs appeared in two
individual shows — one at the American Cynamide Cor-
porate Gallery in Princeton and the other at the Plains-
boro Public Library Gallery. 

Since that time he has participated in close to 30
shows and won four awards — second place at the Plains-
boro Artists 1999 Outer Limit Salon Show, honorable
mention at a Stony Brook Gallery show sponsored by the
Stony Brook-Millstone Watershed Association in Penning-
ton, honorable mention at a Focus on Sculpture show
sponsored by the Grounds for Sculpture in Hamilton, and
a purchase award at the 1999 Mercer County Photogra-
phy Exhibit sponsored by the College of New Jersey
Gallery in Trenton. 

Richman’s work has also appeared in the Cape Rock, a
literary publication of Southeast Missouri State University,
and the New Jersey State Bar Association’s New Jersey
Lawyer, the Magazine. Several of his photographs of
bridges, along with detailed descriptions written by him,
will be published in the forthcoming book Encyclopedia
of New Jersey, produced by Rutgers Press. 

Since designing a website for his work a few years ago,
Richman has come to be viewed as somewhat of an
expert on bridges. He has received calls from newspapers
around the country seeking his bridge photography, as
well as requests from a class in Alberta, Canada, and a
professor in Malaysia. 

“It’s funny what the Internet can accomplish for you,”
he said. “I read some books and taught myself how to
design my website, and I continue to work on it regularly.
Instead of watching TV, I work on the website and my
photography.” 

Presently, his site — richmangalleries.com — receives

about 2,000 hits a week, and contains photos of a wide
variety of bridges and architecture from around the coun-
try; street scenes from such locales as China, Scandinavia,
Nice and Monaco; lighthouses; sculpture and more.
Through the site he is regularly contacted by individuals
and publishers interested in purchasing his work.

With his artistic side in full swing, Richman admitted
he does have one regret. “I wish I had started earlier, like
in high school,” he said. “There’s so much I’ve missed.” 

Determined not to lose any more time, he always car-
ries a camera on the weekend, and frequently gets up
early in the morning on a weekend and takes the train to
New York City to hunt for new images. After a few hours
on the city streets, he returns home and still has plenty of
quality time to spend with his family. 

Although he did briefly contemplate equipping his
home with a darkroom, Richman has decided that com-
puter technology really makes such an investment unnec-
essary. 

“I take my film to Wal-Mart for developing,” he admit-
ted. “They do a great job. Then I work on my photos
myself using (the software program) Photoshop. It’s some-
thing else I taught myself, and really enjoy.”

In the future, Richman hopes to present his work in
shows that focus on a variety of fine arts, rather than pri-
marily photography. He also has hopes of writing a book
on how to market photographs and has applied for a
Guggenheim Foundation Grant to produce a book on
legal images.      

“We all have a need to leave a mark on the world,”
Richman concluded. “Once I discovered photography, I
decided that was the way to go for me. I mean I was
already going nowhere as a novelist, with something like
10 unpublished novels in the closet, and this seemed to
be working for me, so I decided to keep at it. I’m just
going to see how far I can go with it.” �
