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All the World’s a Stage

Over the course of her career, Cissy Rebich has pretty much

done it all, working as everything from a nun to a prostitute.

Today she earns a living as a civil litigation and criminal

defense attorney, but the past still haunts her.

“I was always musi-

cally inclined,” said

Rebich. “In fifth or

sixth grade my music

teacher at school told my parents that I had per-

fect pitch and that I should pursue music. My

parents went right out and bought me a piano

and I started taking lessons. I started dancing les-
sons when I was three.”

So it came as no surprise to family and
friends that she chose to major in music and
drama when she enrolled at Duquesne Univer-
sity after high school. Her rapid transition to
professional performer in 1975 after gradua-
tion seemed just as natural.

“I was very lucky to get my Actors’ Equity
Card right away,” she recalled. “I got into the
Civic Light Opera Company in Pittsburgh, a
company that people come from all over every
summer to audition for in hopes of getting an
equity card which will allow them to work
professionally.”

Once she qualified as a professional,
Rebich worked diligently to hone her craft.
Then she broke the news to her parents and
two brothers that she was taking the big step
and heading for New York City.

“My father was always so supportive of
me,” Rebich said, “but when I said I was going
to New York, he was hesitant. Like any parent
would have been, he was worried that I was
going to the big city. I remember him asking if
there wasn’t somewhere else I could go instead
of New York.”

Her father’s fears began to subside when
Rebich phoned with good news shortly after
her arrival in New York.

“I was tremendously lucky to have won a
role in ‘Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor
Dream Coat’ on Broadway,” she said. “It was in
the 1982 original production, and it was a
wonderful show.”

From there Rebich moved on to the 1983

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In the past
year, we have
monitored and
responded to vari-

We are hope-
ful that each of these new NJSBA-ven-
dor relationships will reduce your
costs of practicing law and make your
membership in the Bar Association
even more valuable.

production of “Mame” with Angela
Lansbury and the role of Della in an
off-Broadway production of “Gifts of
the Magi” at the Lambs’ Theatre in
1986. Then, in 1987, she won a part in
the new Broadway musical “Les Miser-
ables,” and she happily settled in for a
long run, playing eight different char-
acters in the ensemble production.

“When I got in ‘Les Miserables’ I
knew it would run for years and
years, so I knew I could settle down
into a somewhat stable life,” Rebich
recalled. “But as the years passed, I
started to have other urges. When
you're involved in the arts, you live
an unusual sort of life that’s not real-
ly based in reality. I came to realize



that [ wanted to do something in the
real world too, something that mat-
tered. It wasn’t that I was tired of per-
forming, I just didn’t want to live my
whole life without trying something
else too.”

So in the early 1990s Rebich
decided to pursue an interest she had
briefly touched upon in college.

“I had friends at Duquesne who
were taking some pre-law classes and
I took a few and really enjoyed them.
So I decided that while I was settled
in a long-running production on
Broadway I would pursue law school
on the side. I didn’t really know if I'd
ever even practice. I just loved law
school,” she said.

Accepted at Seton Hall University
School of Law, Rebich managed to set
up a special study program that pro-
vided her with a schedule between
that of a full-time student and a part-
time student. Taking classes during
the day, she completed her studies in
three and a half years while working
full-time on “Les Miserables,” per-
forming four shows a week plus two
on Saturday and a Sunday matinee.

“lI managed it by studying every
free moment I had,” Rebich explained.
“lI even studied backstage between
scenes. When I could, I went to the
public library and studied, or, when
the library closed, I'd look for any
place where I could settle in. And on
Mondays, when the rest of the cast
was off, I was in classes and filling in
any free time by studying. The hardest
part was when I had to study for
exams. That took a lot out of me.”

Through it all, her fellow per-
formers were extremely supportive.
As word spread of her future career
plans, the stage hands took to calling
her counselor. And in 1995, when at

the age of 40 she graduated from
Seton Hall, the cast threw her a big
party to celebrate her shift from musi-
cal entertainment to legal practice.

“There was one very special
twist to the party they gave me. Usu-
ally when someone would leave
they sang ‘Happy Trails,” but for me
they changed it just a bit,” she said
with a chuckle. “When 1 left they
sang ‘Happy Trials.””

When it comes to her legal career,
Rebich counts herself as being just as
lucky as she was in her performing
career.

“I was immediately offered a job
with the Morris County Prosecutor’s
Office,” she said. “On my first day,
the prosecutor, who I knew personal-
ly, came in and asked me how I liked
my new job. I told him it was great,
and in the next breath I asked for a
three-month leave of absence. You
see, that same day I received a phone
call about appearing in ‘Mame’
again, this time with Sally Kellerman
in the lead role. It was at the Burt
Reynolds Theater and I was asked to
play the secretary, Agnes Gooch. It
was such a great opportunity I just
couldn’t say no.”

Three months later, with “Mame”
behind her, Rebich resumed her post
at the prosecutor’s office. She spent
five years as an assistant prosecutor
before moving on to her present firm.

“The first time I went to trial the
judge knew me and had seen me per-
form on stage,” she recalled. “After the
trial he gave an honest appraisal of my
handling of the case. He said my open-
ing and closing were terrific, and that
everything else in the middle was a
mess. Fortunately I did get better.”

Through the years Rebich has
learned that trial work and performing

on stage draw on totally different
skills.

“On stage you're looking into a
void of blackness when you perform,”
she said. “You don’t deal with the audi-
ence at all. But when you do trial work
you have to interact with your audi-
ence. It’s a rude awakening. It's selling
yourself, like you're always audition-
ing, and pretty much every performer
gets stage fright auditioning.”

Curtain Call

Recently Rebich made a brief return
to the Broadway stage, performing with
about 300 other former cast members as
part of the final performance of “Les
Miserables” on May 18. Afterward, the
present cast members, crew and alumni
gathered at Rockefeller Center for a
memorable celebration.

“It's a wonderful thing to be
asked to participate in the closing of
a show that meant so much to me,”
she said. “Performing is something
that will always be a part of me. Over
the years I've done a bit of every-
thing, including some soap operas,
cabaret work, concert work in the
Music of Andrew Lloyd Webber pro-
duction in Canada, some film work
and Broadway. It's something I plan
to go back to when I retire from legal
work. Then I'll have a new challenge
because I'll be going for grandmother
roles instead of the young roles. I'm
looking forward to it someday.”

With any luck, her return to the
stage will be as seamless as the other
transitions in her life have been.

“I've been very lucky in life,”
Rebich concluded. “I truly believe that
everyone’s talented. What it comes
down to in my life is good fortune.
That’s what I attribute my success to
— good fortune.” ¥

ANNUAL MEETING OFFERED SOMETHING FOR EVERYONE

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EMPLOYMENT TIPS FROM THE NJSBA CAREER CENTER

Résumeés for Today

NOTHING IS MORE IMPORTANT THAN
HAVING AN UP-TO-DATE AND CAREFULLY
PREPARED RESUME. THE RIGHT RESUME
FOR THE JOB IS OFTEN THE DIFFERENCE
BETWEEN GETTING AND LOSING AN
INTERVIEW.

Basic Guidelines

All résumés share similar character-
istics, but organize content differently.
The four most popular formats are:

1. The chronological or basic résumé.
Employment history is listed in
reverse chronological order. For most
employers, chronological résumés are
the universal preference. They want to
know what the progression of your
experience has been. Chronological
résumés are also easier to verify.

2. The functional or skills résumeé.

Skills and talents are described,
and little emphasis is put on dates of
employment or job titles. Functional
résumés are usually used by job seekers
to highlight skills versus past jobs, or
to avoid emphasizing large gaps in
employment history. If you're chang-
ing careers, a skills-based résumé is
often best.

3. The educational résumé.

Focuses on a listing of educational
courses and experiences relevant to
employment.

4. The combination platter.

All of the above elements are
included in this format. If you went
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back to school and would like to
showcase some new course work, a
combination résumé might be the best
choice.

Before deciding on a résumé, try
several formats, getting feedback from
career counselors and professionals in
your field. Keep the résumé concise;
one page is preferable. Keep the sen-
tences short and tight. Avoid the use
of “I,” and use action verbs wherever
appropriate.

beginning with action verbs is general-
ly better than using lengthy para-
graphs. Your résumé should be a repre-
sentative summary of the experiences
that qualify you for a specific position.
Using phrases instead of complete
paragraphs will help you keep it short
and focused. Action verbs such as
managed, performed, supervised, bud-
geted, etc., at the beginning of these
phrases will make it more dynamic
and create a stronger impression of

you have done. It’s important to communicate not
just what your title was, but how you completed

your job responsibilities.

The presentation of the résumé
and cover letter is very important.
They give potential employers a first
impression of you. Be sure to use the
same kind of paper for both — the
higher the paper quality, the better —
in either a white, ivory or pale gray
color. Select a professional-looking
font in a 10- or 12-point size, and
always use black ink. Avoid colors,
images and unusual fonts.

Helpful Hints
Writing short bullet-like phrases

what you have done. It’s important to
communicate not just what your title
was, but how you completed your job
responsibilities.

In order to keep the length of your
résumé to a minimum, include more
information on your current position,
gradually reducing information the
further back you go. Keeping your
résumé pertinent, short and readable
will give its reader the best impression.

List only positions relevant to the
job you are seeking. Your résumé is a
sales tool, not your life story. As long



as you do not say things that are
untrue, you can present yourself in
any manner you feel will get you the
interview.

Listing salaries for past jobs in
order to give the potential employer
an idea of salary ranges you would
consider is not a good idea. Salary
information is something you should
find out about before you get to the
point of applying for the job. You may
be asked for past salaries on their
application, but you do not need to
bring it up until asked.

Include specialized job-related
skills, including computer proficiency.
These points should come out in the
descriptions of your various jobs. If you
developed these skills elsewhere, you
may want to include a special “Skills”
section in your résumé. Again, list only
the items appropriate to the job, in
order to keep the résumé to one page.

Do not include personal informa-
tion such as height, weight, hobbies,
or number of children — stick to the
basics. Other information can lead to
discrimination, and is just plain
unnecessary and unprofessional.
Don’t clutter your résumé with
unnecessary information.

When listing your educational
record, it is a good idea to exclude
dates, so your age is not immediately
evident. You are not required to pro-
vide age information on your résumé,
so why provide a reason to speculate
about your age? Although age discrim-
ination is illegal, it can still be a factor
in deciding whether or not you get the
interview. You may be asked to give
this information later on their applica-
tion for verification.

It is better to insert “References
Available Upon Request” at the end of
your résumé than to include them on

your résumé. The purpose of your
résumé is to entice the prospective
employer into interviewing you, not
to answer every question they might
have before they even talk to you.
Bring your reference listing with you
to the interview, but don’t distribute it
until asked.

Provide any means by which an
employer can find you, including your
pager, fax machine, voice mail, and
email address if you have them.

If your going to use a staffing
agency, ask them if they will review
your résumé with you, free résumé eval-
uations are often a part of their service.

THE PARENTAL REPRESENTATION UNIT (PRU) AND LAW GUARDIAN PROGRAM NEED

ASSISTANCE FROM NEW JERSEY LAWYERS. THE PRU COORDINATES AND SUPPORTS THE

ASSIGNMENT OF POOL ATTORNEYS WILLING TO REPRESENT PARENTS NAMED AS

DEFENDANTS IN ABUSE AND NEGLECT AND/OR TERMINATION OF PARENTAL RIGHTS

ACTIONS FILED BY THE DI1vISION OF YOUTH AND FAMILY SERVICES (DYFS). THE Law

GUARDIAN PROGRAM PROVIDES REPRESENTATION TO THE CHILDREN IN THESE CASES.

BOTH PROGRAMS ARE UNDER THE AUSPICES OF THE OFFICE OF THE PUBLIC DEFENDER,

AND CASES ARE HEARD BEFORE THE FAMILY AND APPELLATE COURTS.

Since the implementation of the
Adoption and Safe Families Act
(ASFA), the amount of time parents
have to correct problems that led to
DYFS involvement and reunify their
families has been greatly reduced. This
has increased the number of cases in
which termination of parental rights is
sought and, therefore, increased the
need for representation.

“There is a continuing critical need
for attorneys willing to perform this
function,” said Leah McGarry Morris of
Public Defender Management.

“Any one attorney can only handle
a finite number of cases, and these are

important, urgent and life-changing sit-
uations for the client. The assistance of
pool attorneys is frankly necessary.”

According to Law Guardian Program
Director James A. Louis, a need exists for
attorneys willing to represent children as
well. “The law guardian uses staff attor-
neys, but we have a lot of appellate and
other cases where there is a conflict and
we need to bring in another attorney to
represent our clients,” he said.

The PRU also has a significant need
for appellate practitioners. Attorneys
with good research and writing skills are
needed to handle appeals for parents
whose rights have been terminated.

Pool attorneys are assigned cases
in the counties of their choice, and are
able to set the number of cases they
can handle. They are paid a $25 per
hour out-of-court rate and a $30 per
hour in-court rate.

The PRU provides training and sup-
port services. Interested attorneys
should call 609-341-3832 for training
information. The sessions involve a
brief personalized orientation where the
basics of handling the cases are
explained and an in-depth training
manual is provided.

Attorneys practicing at all levels are
encouraged to contribute their expert-
ise. Lawyers who are winding down
their practices are some of the PRU’s
most effective advocates. “It’s a win-win
for new attorneys [as well], because it
provides an opportunity to hone trial
skills in a forum where their assistance
is urgently needed,” said Morris. &
